P487  Women Skill’s Development & Microfinance   Karachi, Pakistan/D3270 

Host club amount: $100 
  Total project amount: $125,862 

Description:  Part 1 – To provide vocational training in the fields of tailoring, computers, cooking, embroidery, handicraft and beautician.   
Part 2 – To provide micro-finance to the women acquiring these professional skills, design a business and stand on their own two feet, thus 
becoming a self-earning member of the society. 

 
P490  Micro-credit Program for Women    Calcutta Uptown, India/D3291 

Host club amount: $100 
  Total project amount: $30,023 

Description:  This is a 14-month project for which the cooperating organization in the host country is South Kolkata Nari Jagriti. The project will 
provide microcredit, small loans of $50-100 U.S. per woman, to 300-500 (who have not received microcredit previously) so they can use the 
same for productive employment. These women will also be provided skill development training so that they can use those skills for self 
employment. 

 
P491 Reproductive Education- High School Teenagers  Small Towns, Columbia/D4290 
  Host club amount: $10, 000 
  Total project amount: $52,000 
  Description:  This program is designed to provide teenagers (girls and boys) awareness and clear information on risky behaviors and protective 
  measures for the prevention of pregnancies and makes emphasis on Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) and Human Papilloma Virus (HPV;  
  because the Acquired Immunodefiency Syndrome (AIDS) and the Uterine Cervical Cancer are among the major causes for women mortality in  
  Columbia between 15-44 years.    These two occupy the 3rd and 4th place as causes for maternal mortality. 
 
P492  Comprehensive Sexual and Reproductive Health Program Tepehua, Chapala, Jalisco, Mexico/ D4150 
  Host club amount: $3,700 
  Total project amount: $11,950 

Description:  This program will provide PAP smears, manual breast exams and counseling for young women on family planning and early 
detection and prevention of sexually transmitted diseases.    The number one cause of death in the greater Chapala area is cervical cancer and 
breast cancer.  Medical care is not readily available.  Maternal health issues are prevalent and even basic health knowledge is very limited.  This 
project will support a program for 1200 under-served, low income women.
