On Tuesday, June 22 at the Rotary
International Convention in Montreal,
RFPD presented the Nafis Sadik
Award for Courage to Jeffery D.
Sachs.  Prof. Sachs is the Director of
The Earth Institute, and President/
Founder of the Millennium Promise
Alliance.  He is widely considered to be
the leading international economic
advisor of his generation.  He is Special
Advisor to the UN General Secretary
Ban Ki-moon, and served past UN
General Secretary Kofi Annan,
advising on the Millennium
Development Goals.

In 2004 and 2005, Time Magazine named
him among the 100 most influential leaders
in the world.  He is a professor of
Sustainable Development and of Health
Policy/Management at Columbia
University.  He lectures on a consistent
basis around the world and has authored
hundreds of scholarly articles and books.

In 2006 at the International Convention of
Rotary in Copenhagen, he was a featured
speaker, addressing sustainable
development in the context of Rotary’s
global humanitarian work.  Sachs noted
there that without attention to population
and family planning, there could be no
elimination of poverty and no sustainable
development.  He observed that Rotary was
perfectly positioned, with its clubs and
leadership network around the world, to
play an important role in addressing these
critical concerns.   He encourages bold and
innovative approaches to achieving
sustainable development.  He notes that the
world now has within its possession the
tools needed to effectively mitigate climate
change and poverty.  This award was given
for his tireless attention and unflinching
conviction to these causes, completely
shared and addressed by RFPD.  Our
congratulations go to Jeffrey D. Sachs for
his extraordinary accomplishments.

From the Desks of  Chairman Harald Marschner,

At the Montreal Convention, RFPD had
several opportunities to present its
vision and mission. Many Rotarians
approached us at our booth and
breakout sessions. We had the chance
to sensitize them on population topics.
In discussions, visitors affirmed that our
work is essential for development in
many countries. Without slowing down
population growth and empowering
women, there will be hardly any
sustainable improvements. Advocating
for sexual and reproductive health and
rights, and educating women on how to
keep themselves and their family
healthy, are necessary steps. We want to
thank everybody who supports and
encourages us along this path! We
especially thank new RI Director
Samuel F. Owori, Uganda, who asked
us to agressively help African clubs.

Maternal and Child Health Care is one
of the biggest challenges of our time,
and has become a top priority of many
organizations.  At the recent G8
Summit, members committed
themselves to contribute $5 billion to
Maternal and Child Health over the next
five years. Other governments and
foundations such as The Bill and
Melinda Gates Foundation have joined
this initiative with a donation of $2.3
billion. Seeing the need for a
comprehensive and integrated approach
to health, the African Union session in
Kampala in July also addressed
“Maternal, Infant and Child Health and
Development in Africa”. It was
emphasized that “women and children
must come first”. The Rotary
Foundation also committed itself to
Maternal and Child Health by making
it an ‘Area of Focus’ in the Future Vision
Plan.

Several projects – initiated by RFPD –
already tackle the problem of
insufficient maternal and child health
care in Nepal, India, South America,
Senegal and Nigeria. With the

“Maternal Health” TRF Matching Grant
Project in Nigeria sponsored by many
German and Austrian clubs, we have
developed a model to reduce maternal
and child mortality, which can easily
be transferred to and implemented in
other regions. Now is the time to work
on one of the most important areas of
focus “Maternal and Child Health”.
There is still a lot to be done! The recent
RI/TRF Annual Report shows that just
5% of TRF grants (527 out of 10,404)
and the 5% of total amount spent on the
sixth area of focus ($7,172,184 out of
$144,812,914), went towards the
important issues of Maternal and Child
Health in the last five years. According
to the Guttmacher Institute, investing
in maternal and child health is cost
effective and boosts the economy. The
return on investment of every dollar
spent could not be any better! From
years of experience, we now know that
comprehensive approaches are most
effective in solving problems. We must
work together to develop and extend
best practices for sustainability, pool
synergies and combine our efforts to
achieve the MDGs, of which MDG 5 is
regarded most important!

Our evidence-based model to reduce
maternal and child mortality has
brought forth remarkable results
towards the achievement of MDG 5. At
the UN summit this September, the UN
Secretary-General will present his Joint
Action Plan for Women’s and Children’s
Health. Projects that are launched at
that time will get the greatest attention.
We all learned from the PolioPlus
program that there are problems that
cannot be solved by small scale single
interventions. We showed the world
what Rotary can do. This is Rotary’s
opportunity to make an impact by
implementing the model in the pilot
District 9110, Nigeria, and give the
world a clear sign. The whole world is
looking for ways to reduce maternal
and child mortality – Rotary has one!

While on the site, check out
the World Population Clock!
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There are six troubling global trends,
and each of these trends is a potential
civilization buster. Collectively, they are
converging to form the perfect storm.   If
we are not successful in calming this
storm, it will destroy life as we know it
on planet Earth!  We have the
technology and the means to turn this
dark tide, but we lack the commitment
to make the hard choices and sweeping
changes necessary for shifting the future
of our world from its current course of
collapse, toward a new course of
sustainability.  The following six trends
are converging to form the perfect storm
for global destruction, each of which is
a potential civilization buster in its own
right, if left unchecked:

1. Climate Change - with a 90%
degree of certainty, scientists believe
that climate is changing at an
accelerating pace, that these changes
are caused by man, that they will have
increasingly severe consequences for
our world.  Some doubt this, but would
you board a plane if you were told by
experts that it had a 9 out of 10 chance
of crashing?  Climate scientists calculate
that even if we implemented the most
stringent greenhouse gas limits, it is
quite likely that our world’s climate will
warm by 6.3F or more over the next
century, leading to disastrous crop
failures in most of the world’s productive
farmlands.

2. Peak Oil - Our global economy is
built largely on a reliance on cheap oil.
Global output of traditional crude oil
peaked around 2005-2006 and is
currently declining.  When the price of
oil rose to $140 a barrel in 2008, the
world’s economy went into a tailspin-
collapsing local economies and reducing
consumption. With technology better
than what was available in 1960, we are
discovering about 1/10th as much oil
each year as we did then, but consuming
it at a rate five times faster than we
discover it. That’s like charging
$100,000 dollars on your credit card
each year, and only paying off $20,000.
In April the US military issued a report
saying, “By 2012 surplus oil production
capacity could entirely disappear, and
as early as 2015, the shortfall in output
could reach 10 million barrels per day.”

3. Collapse of the World’s Oceans -
11 of the world’s 15 fisheries are either
in or in danger of collapsing.  The
ocean’s planktons form the bottom of
both the food chain and the bulk of the
carbon-oxygen cycle for our planet.
According to a British government
report, the oceans have lost 73% of
their zooplankton since 1960, and over
50% of this decline has been since
1990. The phytoplanktons are also in
serious decline!   By 2004, an estimated
20 percent of the world’s coral reefs had
been destroyed (up from just 11 percent
in 2000), an additional 24 percent were
close to collapsing, and another 26
percent were under long-term threat of
collapse.

4. Deforestation - Over 50% of the
world’s forests have already
disappeared, and much of the rest is
threatened. Deforestation contributes
approximately 25% of all global
greenhouse gasses, nearly double the
14% that transportation and industry
sectors each contribute. The forests of
the world are a critical part of the
weather cycle and the carbon-oxygen
cycle.  When the trees are decimated in
a region, a process called
“desertification” tends to occur
downwind, because the trees are no
longer there to pump groundwater back
into the atmosphere to fall back to
Earth.

5. The Global Food Crisis -  Soils,
Weather and Water. For the first time
since the “green revolution” started,
our world is producing less food each

year, yet our population continues to
grow as we lose more top soil, arable
land, and have less water for irrigation.
Climate change is currently
contributing more to losses than
technology is to gains. In 2008 and
2009, food riots threatened the stability
of many governments. In 2010,
extended droughts in the breadbaskets
of both China and India are threatening
the food supply for over 1/3 of the world’s
population!

6. Over Population -  This is the
elephant in the room that few are talking
about. In the last ten years, we have
added more people to the population of
our planet than were added between the
births of Jesus and Abraham Lincoln.
In the mid-1980s, our world first
overshot its capacity to provide for its
human population. Yet our population
continues to grow and we continue to
live on borrowed time.  The world’s
population will reach 7 billion in the
year 2012.  There is no way we can
achieve a sustainable future unless our
population stops growing and starts
shrinking. Either nature will do this for
us, with starvation and plagues
spreading across the planet as our
natural and man-made systems fall
apart, or mankind will use its
intelligence and free will to proactively
implement positive solutions to these
issues. 

This information is not intended to bum
you out.  We need to take a wide range
of actions to change the course of our
“Titanic” (planet Earth) to dodge the
iceberg of global collapse. - cont. on pg. 5

The Perfect Storm:   Six Trends Converging on Collapse, by Buck Lindsay
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The Rotarian Action Group for
Population Growth & Sustainable
Development (RFPD) held successful
meetings at the Rotary International
(RI) Convention in Montreal.

RFPD presented its 8th and 9th RI
Breakout Session, triggering lively
discussions. Both sessions were full to
capacity with 350 and 150 attendants.
The first session “Successful
Funding of World Community
Service Projects with Funding
from Other Sources” showed
examples of successfully co-funded
Rotary projects initiated by RFPD, gave
tips on how to find funding
opportunities and how to obtain these
funds. RFPD’s partner, Population
Media Center’s President Bill Ryerson,
shared his expertise in getting funds.
The key facts were: 1) funding
opportunities are not used efficiently
enough, although funds from other
sources are crucial for Rotary projects;
2) suitable funding opportunities are
left to other NGOs, often because those
NGOs, in contrast to Rotary, have paid
staff just for obtaining funds.   In order
not to leave these funds to other NGOs,
Rotarians need to get informed about
suitable calls (via newsletters, internet
platforms, etc.); respond to these calls
and/or contact foundations directly
asking about funding programs and
respond appropriately.  Rotarians
should also make use of new funding
opportunities, such as, European Union
programs which directly give funds to
developing countries.

In the planning process of the project,
one should develop the project around
internationally important topics.  Such
topics could include the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) - TRFs
Future Vision area of focus.  The project
lead should conduct a comprehensive
needs assessment, develop effective
measures and indicators for the project
goal and establish a good and reliable
contact between host/international
clubs/districts.

The second breakout session “How to
Make a World Community Service
Project Sustainable” dealt with the
necessity to make Rotary projects

sustainable and showed how to achieve
sustainability based on population
projects. All Rotary projects should
ensure sustainability by tackling an
area of international importance and
finding innovative solutions for
existing problems (no quick-fix
solutions).  The project committee
should make sure who maintains
created infrastructure after completion
of the project, build cooperation with
communities/beneficiaries right from
project inception and collaborate with
stakeholders like traditional/political
leaders, governments, other NGOs.
Activities within the project need to
include advocacy campaigns for
necessary behavior change, and a
population component.

Many attendants demanded a stronger
focus on sustainability in Rotary
projects. It was emphasized, that
projects tackling family planning pave
the way to sustainability. The

‘Scaling up’ a Rotary
Model Project

In March 2010 we successfully
completed our pilot project
“Improvement of Maternal Health –
Prevention and Treatment of Obstetric
Fistula” in the states of Kano and
Kaduna, Nigeria, and handed it over to
the government of both states. This
project brought forth remarkable
results with regards to MDG 5 and was
acknowledged by stakeholders such as
WHO and UNFPA as a ‘model to reduce
Maternal Mortality’. As can be seen
from the graph below, Maternal
Mortality continuously decreased
within the last two years of the project:
on average by more than 50% and
falling – from 1,790 deaths per
100,000 births to 790 deaths per
100,000 births. The fact that Maternal
Mortality continues to decrease even
after completion of the project proves
the sustainability of this model.

These figures are promising, but still not
satisfying. We know that our model
based on awareness and Quality
Assurance in obstetrics can achieve
even more. Stakeholders also believe in
our model and suggested to scale it up.
In order to make that happen, the
German government, which already co-
funded the pilot project, approved our
application and “scaled up” their co-
funding to US$ 1.5 million. The ‘scaling
up’ of the model, with a total project
amount of US$ 2 million, will start in
October and run until July 2013 with
the aim of bringing down Maternal
Mortality to the African average (400/
100,000) in the states of Kano and
Kaduna and applying this model to
another state, namely FCT Abuja. The
scaling up will be implemented with the
support of many Rotary clubs and
districts, which deserve a great deal of
gratitude for their commitment. To
keep up-to-date and get detailed
information about the project, visit:

Empowerment of  Women
in Kenya

Being responsible for the consular
matters of Bangladesh in Finland, and
therefore also having to keep up with
the Finnish Development Aid to the
country, some years ago the Finnish
Foreign Ministry offered me the
opportunity to become acquainted with
their projects to other partner countries
as well. So I chose to visit Kenya and
Tanzania. Regarding population issues,
the most interesting work was being
done in Kenya. It involved improving
the lives of women and children. The
Finns had set up a center for an aid
program in the town of Kagamega near
Kisumi, a major city situated on the
shoreline of Lake Victoria.

One activity was to produce boring
wells in the villages. This was very
much appreciated by women and girls,
who were the ones who had to carry
the water to their homes. They often
had to fetch it from as far a distance as
a mile or even more, and the water was
not always potable.  The well could be
just a hole in the ground, where animals
also quenched their thirst, at the same
time muddling up the place so that the
water became dirty. But the new wells
were close to the dwellings of the
people, and bringing the container
home was now much easier than before,
and the water no longer made the
children susceptible to diarrhea. In the
picture taken at the tap of the water
pump, three cheerful girls are happy
about their new device, making life
more trouble-free and safe.

The project also addressed good health.
Mothers and their babies would be
better looked after. Health centers were
constructed in the villages. Such clinics
enable mothers and their babies to see
a doctor, who will give them a thorough
check-up and give the necessary
remedy. When needed, family planning
services were offered. I was present
when mothers were advised about the
advantages of child spacing, safe child
births and how to look after their own
and their babies’ health.

All mothers took a positive stand to
family planning, but some of them
pointed out that their husbands did not
like a low number of children in their
families. Later, I learned that today –
these meetings took place some 15
years ago – most men have come to
realize that without family planning, it
is difficult to improve the economy of
the family.

I took this photo (above) of the women
in Cuzco, Peru, selling their handicraft
products along the railway line, during
a business journey to Peru, where my
company used to buy canned
asparagus. It can be ascertained that
population matters are in a better shape
in that country than in Kenya. In the
latter case, the rate of natural increase
is 2.8%, one of the highest in Africa. The
infant mortality rate is 77 and total
fertility rate 4.9. These figures for Peru
are respectively 1.5%, 24 and 2.5. The
differences are notable.

With 267 people being born every
minute and 108 dying, the world’s
population will top 7 billion next year.
A research group projects the ratio of
working-age adults to support the eld-
erly in developed countries will decline
precipitously, because of lower birth-
rates and longer life spans.

William P. Butz, president of the non-
partisan Population Reference Bureau,
said “chronically low birthrates in de-
veloped countries are beginning to
challenge the health and financial se-
curity of the elderly.” At the same time,
“developing countries are adding over
80 million to the population each year
and the poorest of those countries are
adding 20 million, exacerbating pov-
erty and threatening the environment.”

Projections, especially over decades,
are vulnerable to changes in immigra-
tion, retirement ages, birth rates,
healthcare and other variables. But in
releasing the bureau’s 2010 population
data sheet, Carl Haub, its senior demog-
rapher, estimated this week that by
2050, the planet will be home to more
than 9 billion people.

Even with a decline in birth rates in less
developed countries from six children
per woman in 1950 to 2.5 today (and
to two children or fewer in Brazil, Chile,
Cuba, Iran, Thailand and Turkey), the
population of Africa is projected to at
least double by midcentury to 2.1 bil-
lion. Asia will add an additional 1.3 bil-
lion.

While the United States, Australia,
Canada and New Zealand will continue
to grow because of higher birthrates
and immigration, Europe, Japan and
South Korea will shrink (although the
recession reduced birth rates in the
United States and Spain, and slowed ris-
ing birth rates in Russia and Norway).

In Japan, the population of working-age
people compared with the population
65 and older that is dependent on this
younger group, is projected to decline
to a ratio of 1 to 1, from the current ra-
tio of 3 to 1.  Worldwide, the ratio of
working-age people for every person in
the older age group is expected to de-
cline to 4 to 1, from 9 to 1 now.
